This meeting was called so we could work closely with the artists and plan our 2010 calendar of events.  The main concern of the artists was we need to advertise our events, by utilizing radio, tv community service ads, and the local papers.  It was also suggested we contact local musicians as many of them would be happy to perform at our events.  Roxann will handle the PSA’s for all of our events.  Each artist will have approximately a 10 X 10 space, some with electric.  They must have a Town of Carolina Beach Privilege License, and we will meet with Town officials to see if it will be possible to issue the permits on site.  The License runs from July 1 through June 30.  We have been granted permission to use the parking lot at the school on Saturdays, and we will work closely with the Town to obtain parking at the Boardwalk.  The artists would like to be able to show each Saturday.  It was decided to run the show from 7AM until 2PM, and the Farmers Market from 7AM until 12PM at the Lake, on every Saturday from April 24th until Oct. 9th.

It was also decided the Arts & Activities Committee would have an information booth at the above events.  Chris will send an invitation to all artists to let them know of the dates the sites will be available.

Alan Pacek said the Chamber of Commerce would be having their 25th Beach Music Festival, which will begin Thursday June 3 with fireworks and live entertainment, Friday June 4th live entertainment from 6:30 PM until 8:30 PM at the Gazebo Stage, Saturday June 5th from 11AM until 6PM on the beach stage.  They will have a live radio remote and try to have the Guinness World Records judge “the longest beach strand line dance” on that Saturday.  The coves will be available for the artists on Friday night and Saturday.  The Chamber will also be having free concerts at Fort Fisher on the 2nd and 4th Friday beginning Memorial Day through Labor Day from 6:30 until 8:30 PM.

The artists were asked to contact Jeanie Mintz (458-3266) directly if they were interested showing at the Salty Paws Dog Show.

Christmas by the Sea will have the coves available for the artists on Nov. 26th & 27th, December 4th, 11th, and 18th from 6:30 until 8:30 PM.  

This meeting was adjourned at 11:45AM and at 11:50 AM we held our regular monthly meeting.  The November 13 minutes were read, Lynne motioned to accept, Roxann 2nd .  Then we discussed bringing back the Missed Pleasure Island Contest.  It was decided to see if the Marriott could accommodate this event.  Tickets would be $10.00, Sponsorship $75.00 (included 2 tickets), name on back cover of the program $25.00.   Seating about 250, 8 contestants, and 15 nametags would bring in $3225.00.  Lynne thought the expenses would be about $300.00.  Roxanne offered to do the press releases, Elaine offered to sell the back page ads, and Adam offered to do the tickets and programs.  Lynne will email the committee what she needs done for this event.  Adam said Colin Hackman of WECT has already offered to be a judge

Since the meeting ran so long and some of our members had other commitments, it was decided to continue this meeting on February 3rd at 10:30AM.  At 12:45 Roxanne motioned to adjourn and Lynne 2nd.
