Commissioner Underwood moves to recommend a modification to a Conditional Use Permit granted on April 08, 2008 that allows an open air commercial platform/oceanfront restaurant located at 101 Carolina Beach Ave S (PIN # 313015-54-5527-000) Condition 1 – Amount of parking waived to be determined based on final design and negotiations; Currently Town Council has waived 140 parking spaces for this facility; Parking will be based upon 110 gsf/parking space; Condition 10 – Revise condition to that reads ‘Lower Level will be in compliance with NFIP’ to: “Lower level will be designed per NFPA 24 as allowed in Appendix G of the Building Code (Volume One) and be in compliance with applicable NFPA; Condition 14 – Maximum height increase from 50’-0 to 55’-0”.  With the exception of an elevator shaft and a 278 square foot office, the maximum height shall be 44’-0”; Condition 15 – Seating is permitted at 288 seats; eliminate this condition from the CUP based on changes in zoning ordinance; Condition 20 – Remove delivery truck access at Hamlet which needs further discussion based on the outcome of the road closure discussion.  Width of Carolina Beach Avenue South to Hamlet is limited by unauthorized encroachment of adjacent property owners and not a fault of this land owner at end of the road.  Commissioner Efird seconds.  Motion passes – 3 ayes and 1 nay.
